We are respectfully presenting MIMAROPA's SAADventures to all of you with felicitation and
earnest salutation. A quick look on how the Department of Agriculture (DA) - MIMAROPA
Region has been implementing the Special Area for Agricultural Development (SAAD) in the
region is showcased in this month’s issue of SAADventures.

Filipino smallholder farmers and municipal fisherfolk, most especially those belonging to
the indigenous people’s (IP) communities are perennially impoverished and marginalized.
Indeed, they are the people who are in dire need of government support because they have
been off the radar for the longest time.

Alleviating poverty by intensifying social venture initiatives aimed at boosting agriculture
and fisheries production is SAAD’s paramount vision for indigent beneficiaries.

In MIMAROPA, only Occidental Mindoro has qualified to obtain SAAD’s agricultural and
fisheries interventions due to the higher magnitude and incidence of poverty compared to
neighboring provinces in the region based on data from the Philippine Statistics Authority
(PSA).

Commencing in 2019, this undertaking was acted upon by the Regional Technical Working
Group (RTWG-SAAD) led by Engr. Elmer T. Ferry, Ph.D. (RTD for Operation) in close
coordination with the Provincial Program Management Support Team (PPMST) led by APCO
Gerardo L. Laredo and in partnership with the local government units in the provincial,
municipal and barangay levels.

By giving appropriate interventions to the beneficiaries, we are championing Secretary
William D. Dar’s eight paradigms or ‘new thinking’ for Philippine agriculture while espousing
“Masaganang Ani at Mataas na Kita,” the Department of Agriculture’s battle cry, geared
towards abundant harvests and bolstering farmers’income in support of President Rodrigo
Roa Duterte’s anti-poverty efforts.

(LGUSs).

We are assisting farmers and fishers in organizing themselves into groups and
associations that receive SAAD's livelihood interventions such as carbonized rice
hull production, mushroom production, wood vinegar production, organic foliar
fertilizer production, vermicomposting project, provision of farm machinery and
equipment, backyard vegetable production, rice, corn, cassava, ginger,
mungbean, poultry and livestock projects.

These livelihood projects address the needs of the organized groups of farmers
and fishers based on consultations, thorough assessment, and evaluation.

With the goal of empowering, enhancing knowledge acquisition, and building the
capacity of beneficiaries, we have rolled out social preparation activities such as
training and needs assessment to enable them to fully optimize SAAD's
assistance and make the projects sustainable.

Improving food production for household consumption and commercial
purpose in areas of operation is the program'’s priority since SAAD in Occidental
Mindoro began in 2019 until the present.

SAAD MIMAROPA's FY 2019-2020 budget allocation for agriculture sector
amounts to Php 81,601,000.00 (Php 36,421,000.00 in 2019 and Php
45,180,000.00 in 2020). Out of this, Php 61,924,532.00 has been utilized serving
2,789 individuals, and 82 groups. A total of 57 projects have been
implemented, and 17 enterprises were developed.

The Special Area for Agricultural Development (SAAD) Program of the Department
of Agriculture (DA) in Occidental Mindoro received a total budget of Php
51,421,000.00 for Fiscal Year (FY) 2019 and Php 57,180,000.00 for FY 2020. The
funds were utilized for livelihood projects by the Department of Agriculture (DA)
and the Bureau of Fisheries and Aquatic Resources (BFAR).

The allocation covered the funds for the three components of the program, the
Social Preparation Component which comprises the Organizational Formation; the
Production and Livelihood Interventions (PLI) Component which includes the
agricultural and fishery interventions and packages given to the farmer and fisher
folk beneficiaries; and the Program Management Office (PMO).

The program covered the 6 municipalities with high poverty incidence among
families in 2015 namely: Magsaysay (34.3%), Rizal (31.2%), Sta. Cruz (35.2%), San
Jose (21.2%), Paluan (29.6%), and Abra de llog (32.3%).

The SAAD program of the DA may be regarded as one of the most beneficial projects of the
national government to date.

We aspire to make a positive difference and see sustainable improvement in the quality of life of
marginalized farmers and fishers - SAAD beneficiaries in the province of Occidental Mindoro.

In the past, our local farmers and fishers in the SAAD-covered areas did not receive much-needed
government assistance that would alleviate them from poverty. But their condition began to
change when their area was identified eligible to obtain livelihood interventions from SAAD.

SAAD program interventions address the important needs of farmers as we readily provide them
with agricultural inputs like good quality seeds, planting materials, and fertilizers as well as farm
machinery and livelihood training.

The province of Occidental Mindoro is truly fortunate to be included among SAAD’s 30 priority
provinces selected to receive agriculture and fisheries assistance for the marginalized peasants
and rural folks.

SAAD MIMAROPA program began its implementation in 2019 covering 6 barangays in four
municipalities (Abra de llog, Magsaysay, Paluan, and Sta. Cruz) which were identified by the
Philippine Statistics Authority (PSA) as having the highest poverty incidence in the country and the
region. In 2020, the program included two more municipalities which are Rizal and San Jose.

Magsaysay*. We have turned-over farm machinery, carbonized rice hull, rice mill, mushroom
production project, lowland rainfed rice, vermicomposting project, wood vinegar production
project, organic foliar fertilizer, corn production, cassava production, ready-to-lay chicken (egg
production) project, improved free range native chickens, and vegetable production projects to
the beneficiaries in four barangays. These projects were given to 17 farmer associations with a
total of 620 members (141 indigenous peoples (IPs) and 479 non-indigenous peoples (non-IPs))
residing in Brgy. Calawag, Brgy. Laste, Brgy. Alibog, and Brgy. Nicolas.

Sta. Cruz*. Five farmer-associations in Brgy. Kurtinganan, Sta. Cruz with a total of 194 members
(52 IPs and 120 non-IPs) and 22 IPs individual beneficiaries obtained various agricultural
interventions. They received cassava seedlings, cassava processing equipment, farm machinery,
rice mills, machinery shed, traditional rice seeds, organic fertilizer, hybrid corn seeds, hermetic
storage cocoon, assorted vegetable seeds, farm tools, farm implements (plow and harrow), draft
animals (carabao), collapsible dryers, feeds, veterinary medicines and vitamins, as well as training
on good agricultural practices, crops production and marketing.

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Abra de llog*. The beneficiaries obtained assistance from equipment and postharvest facility,
lowland rain-fed rice production, corn production, backyard vegetable production, cassava
production and processing, provision of mungbean seeds and planting materials for ginger
production, native chicken (egg and meat) production, and swine raising projects. There are 647
beneficiaries (110 IPs and 537 non-IPs) belonging to the 24 farmer-associations and 289 IP

Paluan*. We have provided various livelihood projects including and cassava production, cassava
processing, ready-to-lay chicken (egg production), vermicomposting facility, and poultry raising
(ready to lay chicken production) project, processing, as well as marketing training to 200
beneficiaries (125 IPs and 75 non-IPs) belonging to five (5) farmers and fisherfolk groups in Brgy.
Harrison, Paluan.

Rizal*. There are 7 groups of farmers in Rizal with 289 members (229 IPs and 60 non- IPs) which
received interventions for lowland rain-fed rice, vegetable, ginger, and cassava production. The
beneficiaries reside in Brgy. Manoot, Brgy. Rumbang, Brgy. Aguas, and Brgy. Rizal.

San Jose*. Last but not least, 180 beneficiaries belonging to the indigenous Buhid-Mangyan in
Brgy. Monteclaro and Brgy. Naibuan, San Jose received assorted vegetables seeds, farm
machinery such as pumps and engines with complete accessories and hand tractors with trailer
under the Enhance Economic Viability and Competitiveness in Rice Production Through Organic
Rice Farming Enterprise project and Enhance and Sustainable Cassava Production.

When SAAD started in the province in 2019, the greatest challenges we encountered upon project
initiation are the profiling of beneficiaries and area validation in far-flung areas of the Indigenous
Mangyan communities.

Because of the farmers’ remote location, the team had to climb mountains, traverse rough
terrains, cross rivers, and walk through valleys to reach the ancestral domain of various sub-tribes
of the Mangyan communities. The SAAD team reached the communities of Irayas in Paluan and
Abra de llog, the Buhids in Rizal, and the Ratagnons in Magsaysay. Due to limited road access,
delivery of interventions in those remote areas was another formidable challenge.

However, these challenges did not deter us from fulfilling our duty to help those in the far-flung
communities. Our unyielding determination and passion to accomplish our mission motivated us
to extend assistance and bring the much needed interventions to our SAAD beneficiaries. We are
grateful to the Local Government Units (LGUs) whom we consistently had coordination meetings
with to facilitate the delivery of projects.

An essential key for the successful implementation of the SAAD Program in Occidental Mindoro is the continuous and unrelenting
provision of appropriate projects by heeding the request of marginalized farmer-beneficiaries. We believe that ownership and
community participation will come after a government intervention that considers and involves the beneficiaries themselves.

In the remaining years of the SAAD Program implementation, we will focus our resources on capacity-building by conducting various
livelihood and technical training to the beneficiaries and by providing post-harvest facilities, farm machinery and equipment.

Likewise, we will provide marketing assistance to encourage the beneficiaries to develop agri-businesses and also link them to stable
markets which will promote sustainability of the SAAD projects even beyond 2022.

We urge the beneficiaries to continuously work hard in order for the SAAD projects to be successful and yield sustainable positive
results. SAAD in MIMAROPA is still in its early stage and there are certainly many challenges that would come such as that of the
health crisis we are still facing in 2020. Our farmers, and fishers can hold into on the assurance that the SAAD Program will never
cease to provide assistance, and that our dedicated and hardworking staff and area coordinators will regularly monitor the projects
and provide guidance to the beneficiaries.

PROVINCIAL PROFILE

PHYSICAL PROFILE

Occidental Mindoro is one of the provinces in the MIMAROPA Region
(formerly Region 4-B) in South-Western Luzon. It is one of the two provinces
comprising the Mindoro island (the seventh largest island in the Philippines)
while the other is Oriental Mindoro.

Known as the “Home of the Indigenous Mangyans”, Occidental Mindoro
occupies the western half of the island of Mindoro. It is located 45 kilometers
south of Batangas and north of Visayas. The entire eastern portion is
bounded by Oriental Mindoro province, and the western portion by Apo East
Passage.

Occidental Mindoro, a second class province and a lone congressional
district, is composed of 11 municipalities, 9 of which are located in the
mainland, and two island municipalities. It has 163 barangays; 119 rural and
43 urban areas. The provincial capital is Mamburao, but the province’s
largest municipality is San Jose.

With a total land area of approximately 587,985 hectares (ha), Occidental
Mindoro is the 17th largest province in the country, and 2nd largest province
in the MIMAROPA region. The province comprises 12.5% of the entire
Southern Tagalog region and 21.41% of the MIMAROPA region.

Based on the records of the National Commission on Indigenous Peoples
(NCIP) as of 2016, there were a total of 23,776 Mangyans, the indigenous
peoples (IP) in the province. Abra de llog has registered the most IPs with
6,789 representing 28.55% of its total population.

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POVERTY SITUATION

The total population of Occidental Mindoro in 2015, according
to Philippine Statistics Authority (PSA), is 453,004 individuals
residing in 113,262 households. The magnitude of poor is
31,354 families and 208,435 individuals. The numbers translate
to poverty incidence of 32.4% among families and 44.2%
among population.

The poverty incidence among population in the municipalities
covered by SAAD in Occidental Mindoro are as follows: Abra de
llog - 34.8%, Magsaysay - 41.4%, Paluan - 40.6%, Rizal - 36.5%,
Sta. Cruz - 28.4%, and San Jose - 22.7%.

Farming, fishing, livestock and poultry-raising, and farm labor
are the major sources of income of residents in the province.
The annual per capita poverty threshold in Occidental Mindoro
is Php 19,994.00 to meet the basic food and non-food needs,
such as clothing, housing, transportation, health, and
education expenses (PSA, 2015).
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Occidental Mindoro is an agricultural area where the economic base is
production of rice (Oryza sativa culture), a Philippine staple crop. It is
the leading activity and source of seasonal employment in the
province, participated in by almost 80% of the population, including
children.

Wetland or lowland rice is a rainy season crop, heavily dependent on
water and therefore produced from July to October. Tobacco, onions,
garlic, and vegetables are grown during the dry season (November to
May) since they are not water-intensive crops, and require longer
photoperiodicity.

Rice, corn, onions, garlic, salt, and different fish species (both wild and
cultured) are some of the relatively significant surpluses produced in
the province in exportable quantities. Mangoes, cashew nuts, cooking
bananas (saba) and some other fruits grown in upland orchards are
among the other exports of Occidental Mindoro that have traditionally
contributed to its income. Peanuts are also grown in some parts of the
province, as well as cassava, sweet potatoes, ginger and other minor
cultivars.

Wetland rice, the most extensive crop, is grown on broad and minor
alluvial plains, valleys, and foot slopes of hills and mountains. Paddy
rice areas, composed of irrigated and non-irrigated, occupy 35,945 ha
or 6.11% and 38,263 ha or 6.51%, respectively. Unlike coconut, banana,
root crops, and others, rice is concentrated in few distinct land
management units generally suitable for rice production.

Corn production, the largest agricultural venture next to rice in terms of
area planted, is cultivated during the dry season. The most extensive
corn areas are found in San Jose with 1,636 ha and Sablayan with 199
ha. Corn is also grown in the municipalities of Mamburao, Rizal, and
Sta. Cruz.

Root crops and upland rice with a combined area of 3,696 ha are the
most extensive crops of the kaingin farming system. These are
commonly found in San Jose, Sablayan, Abra de llog, Magsaysay,
Paluan, Mamburao, and Rizal. Root crops include cassava, sweet
potato, gabi and others.

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AGRICULTURE SECTOR

In FY 2019, the identified SAAD municipalities in Occidental Mindoro are
Magsaysay, Abra de llog, Sta. Cruz, and Paluan. These are the municipalities with
the highest poverty rate per district. However, in FY 2020, the program also catered

farmers from the municipalities of San Jose, and Rizal.

ODUCTION PROJECT

Counts of groups/individuals: In 2019, Php 36,421,000.00 was allocated to the
province for the SAAD Program implementation. From this, a total of 1,138
individuals and 24 groups were given various interventions.

- Other relevant data/report: For FY 2020, the budget allocation of the province for its
food production and livelihood component was Php 45,180,000.00, an increase of
almost 24.05% from the previous year's budget. From this, a total of 1,730
individual farmer beneficiaries and 57 farmer-associations received various
interventions from the different packages offered by the program.

Abra de llog derived its name from the vernacular “ilog” because of the many

rivers in the locality.

country. Local and foreign tourists appreciate its attractive natural scenery.

The 2015 Census of Population data from the Philippine Statistics Authority (PSA)
covering 10 barangays and 126 sitios shows that Abra de llog’s population consists
of 31,306 individuals residing in 7,454 households. The population consists of

population consists of 16,232 males (51.85%) and
15,074 females (48.15%). Meanwhile, almost 44.60% of
the total population is 16 years old and below, with the
average household consisting of four members.

Sitio GCFl in Brgy. Balao is one of the beneficiaries of the
SAAD program in Abra de llog, Occidental Mindoro. It is
7 km away or an 8-minute motorcycle ride from Abra de
llog municipal capitol. The primary mode of
transportation in the area is the motorcycle.

Croplands are devoted to rice, corn, vegetable, fruit, and
root crop production. Some agricultural areas are
devoted to permanent crops such as mango, coconut,
banana and citrus.

Sitio GCFI was selected to receive SAAD interventions to
help the farmers uplift their quality of life by providing
them with agricultural livelihood projects. Majority of
residents in Sitio GCFIl rely on farming as their main
source of living. However, their access to market,
commercial enterprises, and regular programs of the
DA is limited.

ABOUT ARYA MAKINA FARMER'S ASSOCIATION

On April 1, 2019, a group of rice farmers in Sitio GCFI
organized themselves as SAAD registered association
through the assistance of SAAD area coordinator. The
15 rice farmers named their organization as Arya
Makina Farmer's Association.

Members of the said association are indigenous farmers
belonging to the Iraya-Mangyan tribe of Mindoro island.
The Iraya-Mangyans have their own government,
culture, and tradition and are led by a chieftain or
“Punong Tribo.”

Members of the association grow rice, corn, bananas
and vegetables. The association’s objective is to be a
service provider of rice and other commodities in the
municipality of Abra de llog.

Members of the Arya Makina Farmer's Association received relevant
training and capacity building in operating farm tractors. They learned how
to use farm machinery from the training facilitated by the local government
unit of Abra de llog.

Mr. Sinigmayon said that there is an assigned member of the association
who is in-charge of each farm machinery's operations.

In a span of three months, from June to August 2019, the Arya Makina
Farmer's Association was fully operational. It coincided with the time when
farmers were in the land preparation phase for the wet cropping season.
The clients of Arya Makina Farmer’s Association include fellow farmers in
the locality of Brgy. Balao who needs land preparation services prior to
planting rice for the wet season.

Mr. Sinigmayon shared that rice farmers who avail of Arya Makina Farmer’s
Association’s land preparation services pay Php 1,500.00 for each day of
work rendered in the farm. Half-day of land preparation, from 7am to
12pm, is charged Php 750.00. Depending on the soil condition, 1 ha area
can be prepared for planting in half to a whole day.

Farmers in Sitio GCFI plant rice twice a year: in the wet season from June to
August and the dry season from December to January. In their idle months
when they are not busy in rice farming, they focus on banana. However, the
association’s priority is on provision of farm service at the onset of the rainy
season and the dry season.

As Arya Makina Farmer’s Association’s chairperson, Mr.
Sinigmayon holds regular monthly meetings to gather
ideas and discuss policies with the members. As a
matter of policy, members who use farm machinery are
required to pay rent each time they avail of the land
preparation services.

One of the agenda discussed in monthly meetings is the
utilization of the association’s earnings, part of which is
set aside for maintenance of the machinery and the
remainder is set aside as contingency funds.

While the Arya Makina’s project is unique and modern,
Mr. Sinigmayon revealed that the group’s main
competitor as a farm service provider is more advanced
and has state-of-the-art farm machinery, which are
available to other farmers’ groups. Their competitor has
a “tilyar” or combine harvester, an equipment used for
harvesting and threshing.

In 2019, the Arya Makina Farmer’'s Association earned
37 bags of palay and Php 26,000.00 cash that the
beneficiaries used to augment their daily income. Their
income helped their families amid the lockdown due to
the pandemic.

From June to August 2020, the association earned Php
72,000.00 or Php 1,500.00 daily. The group operated six
days a week.

Clients that are financially capable pay in cash but those
who are cash-strapped pay in harvested palay instead.
One day of land preparation services rendered is
equivalent to a cavan of rice.

Mr. Sinigmayon explained that the association’s Php
1,500.00 daily income is apportioned by Php 600.00 to
the labor for the machinery operator, Php 200.00 to
fuel, and Php 700.00 for the association’s contingency
fund where the group withdraws money for machinery
maintenance in case of parts replacement and repair.
The association tracks the transactions and
expenditures for bookkeeping purposes.

4-B
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Mr. Sinigmayon was grateful for SAAD's assistance, and the state’s
support for the welfare of the indigenous communities like the
Iraya-Mangyans in Region 4B. The provision of farm machinery is one
way of modernizing farming customs and practices, while increasing
productivity and providing livelihood for their community.

For Mr. Sinigmayon, the farm-service provider project helped his
financial capability to support his family’s daily needs and his son’s
education. “Malaking tulong po ang mga ibinigay na makinarya ng SAAD
upang mapag-aral ko ang aking anak (Farm machineries from SAAD
program helped me earn income for my son’s education),” he said.

Before the SAAD Program reached Sitio GCFI, life was extremely difficult
for Mr. Sinigmayon as he used traditional and laborious methods of
land preparation using plow and carabao and harvesting rice manually.
He toiled the farm as a laborer and waited for months until the harvest
season.

As chairperson of Arya Makina Farmer’'s Association, Mr. Sinigmayon
envisions the development of the association through implementation
of effective and sound policies for the members' betterment.

The association is looking forward to accepting more farmer members
in the near future. They are also aiming to acquire more farm machinery
in order to keep up and stay in the competition.

Under the leadership of Mr. Sinigmayon, the association has started the
construction of a machinery shed on September 30, 2020 to protect the
hand tractors, rice transplanter, rice thresher and pump, and engines
from environmental elements like rain, moisture, and extreme heat.
The construction of the shed is expected to be completed in March

2021.

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Most residents in Brgy. Balao wanted to raise swine because of increased market
demand and high profit. Mrs. Lilybeth Prudente was selected as the chairperson of the
Coreans Swine Raisers Association because of her years of experience in
swine-raising.

Mrs. Prudente, 41 years of age, is a married housewife with two children. She was
bornin Sta. Cruz, Occidental Mindoro but moved to Abra de llog when she got married
to her husband, who works as laborer for construction projects.

Mrs. Prudente has been raising pigs for the past 21 years. She began raising swine a
year after she got married in 1997. Swine raising is a profitable enterprise in Abra de
llog because of its market value. Current prices range from Php 90.00 to Php
110.00/kg (the maximum price for pigs weighing more than 60 kg). Pigs weighing less
than 60 kg are sold at Php 100.00 per kilo.

Upon learning that the DA through the SAAD Program is launching a Swine Production
Project in Brgy. Balao, Mrs. Prudente promptly convened housewives in the locality
and convinced them to join the association she was forming so they will have an
activity to keep them busy and earn them extra income.

Mrs. Prudente said that the Blessed Coreans Swine Raisers Association aims to
empower its members by assisting them in gaining access to swine, and possible
enterprise. The group also aims to increase swine production to supply the
requirements of meat processors in the area.

PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION

On September 12, 2019, the DA-SAAD MIMAROPA turned over the components of the
Swine Production Project amounting to Php 383,000.00 to the association.

The swine eventually gave birth and each member of the association received their
part in the intervention.

Fortunately, the swine production project in Sitio Core, Brgy. Balao was spared of the
African Swine Fever (ASF) which affected piggeries in many areas in the country.

Meat processing equipment such as meat grinder, weighing scale, and vacuum sealer
that will be used in making various processed meat products were also turned over to
the group, but is still up for use.

The fund for training was already downloaded to the LGU of Abra de llog before the
CoViD-19 pandemic hit the country in March 2020. However, the training on meat
processing and operation of equipment that are set to be conducted by the Municipal
Agriculture Office of Abra de llog was postponed due to community lockdowns.

WEIGHING SCALE 1,860.00 The income earned by the association helped the
members sustain the daily needs of the members’
families amid the enhanced community quarantine
(ECQ), which halted the farmers’ economic activity in
the area. A portion of the association’s income was
used in purchasing the animal feeds and also for the

beneficiaries’ daily sustenance.

Since the onset of the CoViD-19 pandemic, the Blessed Coreans Swine
Raisers Association struggled for the purchase of feeds for the swine.
They also purchased vitamins for the animals’ optimal growth and
antibiotics to protect the swine against diseases. The members sought
the assistance of the local DA staff to inject the needed biologics like
vaccines to their swine. The money spent for the feeds and antibiotics
was deducted from the association’s earnings and as a result, their
income lessened.

Mrs. Prudente said that a member can also borrow
the money that must be paid within three months so
other members can also avail. The association
charges 5% interest, a lower rate than what typical
lenders’ in the community collect.
